1. Web-Based Instruction on Conducting Human Research:  An interactive web-based program, the Collaborative Institutional Training Initiative (CITI) contains 4 major programs, one covering human subject protections.  Within the human subject protections section, there are biomedical and a social/behavioral courses.  Each course is organized into 18 modules covering material ranging from the History and Ethics of Human Subjects Research to Vulnerable Populations.  Information on FDA and NIH regulations are provided as well as information on informed consent and reporting on unanticipated problems. The WU mandatory education currently requires the completion of modules in either the biomedical or social/behavioral track, whichever is most pertinent to the type of research being conducted.
